Definition (Continued): Clinical Clerkships

e All clerkship students from international medical schools must be
approved by the Department.

e Long-term clinical clerkship: total clerkship experience exceeds 12 weeks.
Students must come from schools approved by the Department.

e Short-term clerkships may come from other international medical
schools.
